I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition for a waiver of Rule 2187 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, filed on August 15, 2006, by N.E. Colorado Cellular Inc., doing business as Viaero (Viaero).  The petition for waiver also seeks expedited treatment and a waiver or shortening of response time which we address today. 
2. Rule 4 CCR 723-2-2187(f)(II)(N) requires companies that wish to be certified as Eligible Telecommunications Carriers (ETCs) to submit the carrier’s Colorado specific trial balance for the previous year.  This information is due on August 15, 2006.
3. Viaero seeks a waiver of that rule as discussed in Commission Decision No. C06-0846 which adopted the emergency rules regarding ETC designation that are now in place.
4. We grant Viaero’s request for a shortened response time given the deadline for submission of the information, and the need for Commission Staff to process these requests for ETC designation.  Response time shall be shortened to Monday August 28, 2006, by the close of business.  We will address the merits of the petition at our next weekly meeting.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The response time to N.E. Colorado Cellular Inc.’s petition for waiver is shortened to the close of business on August 28, 2006.
2. The Commission shall address the merits of this request for waiver at its next weekly meeting.
