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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Motion for an Extension of Time to File Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) filed by Denver Movers and Brian Lee on August 21, 2006.  In its Motion, Denver Movers asks the Commission to grant a 14-day extension to file RRR to Decision No. C06-0915.  
2. Denver Movers states that because the transcript it requested would not be available until August 21, 2006, it would only allow 2 days to review and file RRR in order to meet the deadline.  

3. Denver Movers did not file a Certificate of Service with this Motion as required in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Rule 1205(a).

4. 4 CCR 723-1, Rule 1506(b) states that “a motion for extension of time to file RRR based upon the unavailability of a transcript shall show that the transcript request was filed within seven days of the date on which the Commission Decision was mailed.”  Denver Movers failed to comply with this above rule.  
5. Pro se respondents are charged with the responsibility to be aware of deadlines, contained within the Commission’s rules, which are available on our website.  Failure to comply with Commission rules, absent good cause, shall not be ignored.  Denver Movers had ample opportunity to familiarize itself with Commission rules and it failed to do so.  Moreover, Denver Movers has not indicated any facts or circumstances to justify waiving the rules.  If we waive the rules for Denver Movers, we would be obligated to provide the same relief to all pro se parties in the future; something we are not willing to do.   
6. For the reasons discussed above, we deny the Motion.   
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Denver Movers and Brian Lee’s Motion for Extension of Time to File Rehearing, Reargument, Or Reconsideration to Commission Decision No. C06-0915 is denied consistent with the above discussion.  
2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
