I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Commission Staff’s (Staff) Unopposed Motion to Reschedule Hearing Date and for Waiver of Response Time filed on August 29, 2006.

2. In the Motion, Staff requests that the Hearings scheduled for September 8, 2006 be rescheduled for September 20, 2006.  The reasons for this request are that key Staff witness Stephen Brown will be unavailable, and the Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service Company), Local Government Intervenors (LGI), and City of Boulder (Boulder) Settlement Agreement will not be finalized until the week of September 11, 2006.

3. Commission Counsel is unavailable the week of September 18, 2006.

4. The Public Service Company, LGI and Boulder Settlement Agreement will be filed with the Commission by close-of-business September 12, 2006.

5. Thus, hearings previously scheduled for September 8, 2006, are rescheduled to September 15, 2006.

B. Findings and Conclusions

6. The date set forth above best accommodates our availability; requests made in Staff’s filed Motion; the Public Service Company, LGI, and Boulder Settlement Agreement; and Commission Counsel’s schedule.

7. The Commission requests the Public Service Company, LGI, and Boulder Settlement Agreement be filed by close-of-business on September 12, 2006.  Parties supporting the Settlement Agreements should be prepared to answer at a minimum, the clarification questions contained in Decision No. C06-0977 and address each Agreement at hearing on September 15, 2006.

8. The Commission waives response time and vacates the September 8, 2006 hearing date.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Commission requests that the Partial Stipulation and Settlement Agreement between Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), the Local Government Intervenors, and the City of Boulder be filed no later than the close-of-business on September 12, 2006.

2. A hearing regarding the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement between the already filed Public Service, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission, the Office of Consumer Counsel, and the City of Denver, as well as the Partial Stipulation and Settlement Agreement between Public Service, the Local Government Intervenors, and the City of Boulder shall be held on September 15, 2006.

3. The Parties supporting the Settlement Agreements should be prepared to answer, at a minimum, the clarification questions propounded as indicated above.

4. Response time is waived and the September 8, 2006 hearing date shall be vacated.

5. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
