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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statements and Findings of Fact 

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion to withdraw an application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on September 1, 2006. 

2. The original application filed on August 22, 2006, requests the Commission issue an order approving the Company’s corrected Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA) without a formal hearing and on less than 30 days’ notice.  Public Service seeks to place into effect on September 9, 2006, tariffs that increase the amounts recovered through its existing DSMCA rider now on file with the Commission.
3. On April 3, 2006, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 1453-Electric to recover the costs of its 2005 demand side management programs, including the costs of implementing the Residential Rate Pilot Program and credits paid to customers who subscribed to the Interruptible Service Option Credit (ISOC) program.  These rates went into effect by operation of law on July 1, 2006.

4. Public Service states that errors were made in the calculation of their current rates, specifically that these rates are sufficient only to recover the demand side management programs and do not include the costs associated with the ISOC or residential retail pilot programs.  The Company is requesting recovery of an additional $4,974,374 ($1,503,409 for the residential retail pilot and $3,470,965 for the ISOC program). 

5. Since the Company filed its application, Commission Staff (Staff) has requested a meeting for the purpose of having the Company address certain questions raised by the application. 

6. On September 1, 2006, the Company filed a motion to withdraw the application in order to allow the Company and the Staff an opportunity to informally address the questions raised by Staff regarding the application.

7. Good cause having been shown, we will grant the motion and close the docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Public Service Company of Colorado to withdraw its application is granted.

2. The above-indicated docket is closed.
