I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Local Government Intervenors’ (LGI), the City of Boulder’s (Boulder), and Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) Unopposed Motion for Bifurcated Hearing filed on September 5, 2006.

2. In the Motion, the Parties request the hearing scheduled for September 15, 2006 be bifurcated and rescheduled to the afternoon of September 13, 2006 to address issues specific to the LGIs as discussed in Commission Decision No. C06-0977.  The LGIs request the change in hearing date to September 13, 2006 because counsel for the LGIs will be unavailable on September 15, 2006.

3. After discussions between Commission counsel and counsel for LGI, the Commission understands that the Partial Stipulation and Settlement Agreement between the LGIs, Boulder, and Public Service is complete and merely awaits the authorized signatures of two of the municipalities.
B. Findings and Conclusions

4. We find good cause to bifurcate the hearings and set the hearing to receive evidence regarding the Settlement Agreement between the LGIs, Boulder, and Public Service previously scheduled for September 15, 2006, to September 13, 2006, starting at 2:30 p.m.  Those Parties shall come prepared to answer clarification questions contained within Commission Decision No. C06-0977 at a minimum.

5. The hearing scheduled for September 15, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. to take evidence regarding the Settlement Agreement between Public Service, Commission Staff, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel shall remain as scheduled and address the remaining issues within this docket.  At a minimum, those Parties shall be prepared to answer clarification questions contained within Commission Decision No. C06-0977.

6. Additionally, given that the Partial Settlement Agreement between the LGIs, Boulder, and Public Service is finalized and only awaiting the final two authorizing signatures, that Partial Settlement Agreement shall be filed with the Commission no later than the close-of-business on September 8, 2006.  The Parties may enter the final Agreement containing all authorized signatures at the commencement of the September 13, 2006 hearing.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Partial Stipulation and Settlement Agreement between Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), the Local Government Intervenors, and the City of Boulder shall be filed no later than the close-of-business on September 8, 2006.

2. The Parties shall file the fully executed Partial Stipulation and Settlement Agreement at the commencement of the hearing scheduled for September 13, 2006.

3. The Motion of Local Government Intervenors for Bifurcated Hearing is granted.  A hearing regarding the Partial Stipulation and Settlement Agreement between Public Service, the Local Government Intervenors, and the City of Boulder shall be held on September 13, 2006, at 2:30 p.m.

4. The Parties supporting the Settlement Agreement shall be prepared to answer, at a minimum, the clarification questions included in Commission Decision No. C06-0977.
