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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On August 11, 2006 Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. filed an application for emergency temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 9256 to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points within a ten-mile radius of the intersection of Highways 287 and 119, in the City of Longmont, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.
2. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue emergency temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

3. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an emergency need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

4. Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc., on August 15, 2006, filed an intervention to this application.
5. Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. (Town & Country), under CPCN PUC No. 53589, may provide taxi service between all points within an eight-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 287 and Colorado Highway 119 in Longmont, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.
6. Town & Country, on August 1, 2006, filed an application for emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589.
7. The application filed by Town & Country for emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589 was granted by the Commission on August 2, 2006 by Decision No. C06-0902.

8. Town & Country, on August 11, 2006, filed a letter with the Commission requesting the cancellation of the emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589 that was granted by the Commission on August 2, 2006 by Decision No. C06-0902.
9. The Commission, at its weekly meeting held on August 16, 2006, denied Town & Country’s request to cancel the assumption of operational control that was granted to Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. on August 2, 2006.
10. Therefore, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. may continue to provide taxi service in the Longmont, Colorado, area under CPCN PUC No. 53589 until the 30 day period granted in Decision No. C06-0902 expires.  Due to the fact that Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. may currently provide taxi service between all points within an eight-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 287 and Colorado Highway 119 in Longmont, Colorado, it cannot show that there is no carrier capable of providing the service requested in this emergency temporary authority application.
11. The Commission finds that an emergency need for the requested transportation services has not been shown to exist, and it has not been shown that there is no carrier capable of providing the service.

12. This application for emergency temporary authority is not in the public interest.

13. The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of the temporary or permanent authority applications.  The temporary and permanent authority applications will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for emergency temporary authority filed by Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. is denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
