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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of further suspension of the proposed effective date of Advice Letter No. 602.  In Decision No. C06-0613, the effective date of the tariff sheets filed by Aquila Networks-WPC (Aquila

 REF UtilityAKA Aquila) on April 24, 2006 under its Advice Letter No. 602 was suspended for 120 days or until September 22, 2006 pursuant to § 40-6-111, C.R.S.

2. Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, at its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through December 21, 2006. December 31, 2006  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or September 22, 2006October 2, 2006, the tariffs filed by Aquila may become effective by operation of law.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission on or before December 21, 2006, the tariffs filed by Aquila may become effective by operation of law.

3. The Commission finds that its consideration of this matter will not be completed prior to September 22, 2006, and it is therefore necessary to suspend the effective date of these tariffs for an additional 90 days or until December 21, 2006 because the rates contained in the tariffs may be improper.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The effective date of the tariff sheets filed by Aquila Networks-WPC Aquilaon May 24, 2006, under its Advice Letter No. 602, is further suspended for an additional 90 days through December 21, 2006, or until further order of the Commission.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
