I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff), and Qwest Corporation (Qwest) (collectively, the Parties) to modify the Procedural Schedule and the Hearing date(s) in the above captioned matter, and to waive response time.

2. In Decision No. C06-0661, we established an initial procedural schedule. In Decision No. C06-0997, upon consideration of a joint motion of the Parties to amend the procedural schedule, we agreed to amend the procedural schedule.

3. On August 22, 2006, Staff filed a motion to vacate the new procedural schedule and hearing date. In Decision No. C06-1031, we granted the motion in part and denied it in part, stating that Staff had not shown good cause to vacate the hearing date.

4. We believe that the Parties to this motion have provided good cause to modify the Procedural Schedule and the Hearing date(s) in the above captioned matter, and to waive response time.  While the Parties seem in no hurry to resolve the issues in this docket and while we understand that circumstances warrant this extension, we urge them to meet the deadlines they propose in their motion.

5. The Parties requested and we order the following Procedural Schedule:

6. Qwest has recognized the need to waive the statutory deadline for resolving this matter within 210 days in order to accommodate the Procedural Schedule listed above. Qwest indicates in the motion that it will file a request to waive the statutory deadline up to May of 2007 within five business days of the mail date of this order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. For good cause shown we grant the motion filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Trial Staff of the Commission, and Qwest Corporation (Qwest) to modify the Procedural Schedule and the Hearing date in the above captioned matter, and to waive response time.

2. The procedural dates for this matter are as set forth in paragraph 5.

3. Qwest will file a request to waive the statutory deadline through April 30, 2007, within five business days of the Mail Date of this Order.
