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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On July 19, 2006 Gamba Transportation, LLC filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  This application is restricted as follows:  (1) to providing transportation services for only All About Kids Dental Center, 2020 Wadsworth Boulevard, #18-A, Lakewood, Colorado 80214; and (2) to providing transportation services that originates or terminates at All About Kids Dental Center, 2020 Wadsworth Boulevard, #18-A, Lakewood, Colorado 80214.
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 24, 2006.

3. On August 23, 2006 MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Inc. &/or Taxi Latino filed an Entry Of Appearance And Notice Of Intervention, Or, In The Alternative, Petition To Intervene in this proceeding.
4. MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi, Inc. &/or Taxi Latino’s authority, as named in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 1481 reads as follows:  Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service:  a. between all points within the area comprised of the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points within an 85-mile radius of the intersection of 16th and Champa Streets in Denver, Colorado, on the other hand; and  b. from all points in the City and County of Denver, to all points in the State of Colorado, lying outside an 85-mile radius of the intersection of 16th and Champa Streets in Denver, Colorado.  RESTRICTION:  All operations under this certificate shall be limited to the use of a maximum of 492 vehicles in service at any time.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on August 30, 2006, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application is referred to an administrative law judge for disposition or hearing.

3. The petition to intervene filed by MKBS, LLC doing business as Metro Taxi, Inc. &/or Taxi Latino is granted.

4. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
