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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On September 8, 2006 Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. filed an emergency temporary application seeking authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 53589.

2. Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc., under CPCM PUC No. 53589 may provide taxi service between all points within an eight-mile radius of the intersection of U. S. Highway 287 and Colorado Highway 119 in Longmont, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.
3. The information submitted with this application warrants the granting of the requested suspension.

4. The application for authority to suspend CPCN PUC No. 53589 is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. for emergency temporary authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53589 is granted.

2. The suspension of motor vehicle operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53589 is authorized for a period of 30 days from the effective date of this Order.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
