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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On April 4, 2006, Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows: Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the Counties of Larimer, Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, Weld, and Yuma, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on April 17, 2006.

3. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi), Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express (Shamrock Airport Express), Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Denver Yellow Cab) and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Boulder Yellow Cab), Connex North Holding Company, Inc., Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle (Boulder Airporter), and Estes Park Express Shuttle, Ltd. filed interventions opposing the grant of the application.
4. On September 12, 2006, Dashabout Runner, LLC filed a Motion To Substitute Applicant.  In this motion, Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC requests that Valera Lea Holtorf dba Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express be substituted as the applicant in Docket No. 06A-187CP-TA.
5. In support of the request to substitute Valera Lea Holtorf dba Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express as the applicant in Docket No. 06A-187CP-TA, Dashabout Runner, LLC states “Applicant makes this request because its insurance company is willing to provide coverage for Valera Lea Holtorf dba Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express for service under the subject authority but will not provide insurance coverage for Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC at a reasonable insurance premium level.”
B. Findings of Fact

6. The Commission granted Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for a period of 150 days on April 27, 2006 in Decision No. C07-0477.
7. The grant of temporary authority will expire on September 22, 2006.
8. Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of Decision No. C06-0477 states: “Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC shall not commence operation until it has caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules.”
9. A review of Commission records on September 18, 2006 shows that Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC has not filed the required proof of insurance or surety bond.  Commission records also show that Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC has not filed a request to extend the time for compliance with Decision No. C06-0477.

C. Conclusions

10. Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC did not file the proper insurance as required by Decision No. C06-0477.  Therefore, the temporary authority granted in Decision No. C06-0477 was never issued by the Commission.

11. The Commission granted Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for a period of 150 days on April 27, 2006 in Decision No. C06-0477.  The 150 day period for the temporary authority expires on September 22, 2006.
12. Therefore, unless the Commission receives a request to extend the temporary authority granted by Decision No. C06-0477 and grants such a request, the temporary authority will expire on September 22, 2006.
13. However, the Commission finds that Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC has shown good cause to substitute Valera Lea Holtorf dba Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express as the applicant in Docket No. 06A-187CP-TA.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion filed by Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC to substitute Valera Lea Holtorf dba Dashabout Shuttle Company &/or Roadrunner Express as the applicant in Docket No. 06A-187CP-TA is granted.
2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
