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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition for a waiver of the Commissions annual ETC certification requirements found in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2187 filed by Great Plains Communications, Inc. (Great Plains) on August 3, 2006.
2. This rule sets forth the process by which the Commission certifies a carrier’s ETC status to the Federal Communications Commission.  Pursuant to 4 CCR 723-2-2187(f), Great Plains is required to file by no later than August 15 of each year a report containing comprehensive financial information that allows the Commission to determine whether it should retain its designation as an eligible telecommunications carrier.  
3. Great Plains seeks a waiver of the Commission’s rules regarding ETC certification because they have but 7 access lines in Venango Colorado, and the central office is in Nebraska.  Great Plains is predominantly a Nebraska provider, and thus believes that adherence to the Colorado rules would be overly burdensome.  Great Plains states that it will provide the documentation it uses for ETC certification in Nebraska in lieu of the Commission required information (the two sets of information overlap significantly).
4. Great Plains has demonstrated good cause for granting the waiver, and its petition should be granted.  Great Plains shall, instead of providing information as required by Commission rules, provide the information it submits for ETC certification in Nebraska.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Great Plains Communications, Inc.’s petition for waiver of the Commission’s annual ETC reporting requirements is granted.
2. Great Plains shall instead provide the information it submits for ETC certification in Nebraska.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
