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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application for approval of the merger of Veolia Transportation on Demand, Inc. (Veolia) and SuperShuttle International, Inc. (SSI), parent company of SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.(SSID),  filed by Veolia and SSI (collectively, Joint Applicants) on July 21, 2006.  Golden West Commuter, LLC filed an intervention to this Application on August 25, 2006.  
2. On September 1, 2006, the Joint Applicants filed a Motion to Dismiss the Application For Lack Of Jurisdiction (Motion).  The Joint Applicants also move to shorten the time for response to the Motion to September 11, 2006. Golden West filed a response to the Motion and also opposes the shortened response time.  On September 19, 2006, the Joint Applicants filed a Stipulated Motion to Extend Dates for Filing Witness Lists and Copies of Exhibits.
B. Background
3. SSID is a regulated common carrier providing active, passenger transportation under all authorities granted by the Commission in Certificate No. 55686.  SSID is a wholly owned subsidiary of its parent, SSI.  SSI and Veolia hold no authority issued by the Commission and do not conduct any type of common carrier passenger transportation or other regulated utility operations in Colorado.  The merger involves Veolia’s acquisition of SSI’s entire capital stock through a reverse merger of another Veolia subsidiary with and into SSI.  SSI would then become a wholly owned subsidiary of Veolia.  

C. Discussion
4. As stated above, the Joint Applicants request that the Commission shorten the response time to the Motion to September 11, 2006. However, due to an administrative error within the Commission, the matter was not heard until September 20, 2006, and the request is now moot.
5. In its Motion, the Joint Applicants request that the Commission dismiss its Application for lack of jurisdiction.  It argues that, because SSI is not a public utility within the definition of § 40-1-103(1)(a), C.R.S, it does not require the Commission’s authorization under 
§ 40-5-105, C.R.S.  
6. We grant the Joint Applicant’s Motion in part, by dismissing its Application.  The Commission has not, without cause, forced parties to prosecute their applications. However, we decline to entertain the jurisdictional merits of the Motion at this time.  If the Joint Applicants seek to discover whether the Commission has jurisdiction over the merger between Veolia and SSI, it may file a petition for a declaratory order.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., and Veolia Transportation on Demand, Inc.’s, Motion to Dismiss Verified Joint Application for Lack of Jurisdiction and to Shorten Response Time is granted in part consistent with the above discussion.  

2. All additional filings in this docket are denied as moot.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Mailed Date of this Order. 
4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
