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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings of Fact, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission to consider opening a miscellaneous docket to be used as a repository for corporate information that is required to be included in all applications filed with the Commission by the current electric and gas rules found at 4 Colorado Code of Regulations (CCR) 723-3-3002(c) and 723-4-4002(c). Companies that choose to file this information in such a miscellaneous docket may incorporate this information by reference instead of attaching the same exhibits to every subsequent application. 
2. On September 11, 2006, Aquila, Inc. doing business as Aquila Networks-WPC and as Aquila Networks-PNG (Aquila) filed a Petition to request that the Commission open a miscellaneous docket for the purpose of keeping on file Aquila’s routine corporate information that must be included in applications filed with the Commission. Attached as exhibits to its Petition are Aquila’s Articles of Incorporation, the certificate from the Secretary of State to transact business in Colorado, the name, business address, and title of each Aquila officer, director and partner, the names and addresses of affiliated companies, and the name and address of Aquila’s Colorado agent for service of process. 

3. Aquila asks that we grant its Petition and open a miscellaneous docket for the receipt of its information.
4. Aquila is the first energy company to file such company specific information under the new rules. As such, we have not previously opened a miscellaneous docket for the receipt of this type of information. Therefore, we will now open a general miscellaneous docket for the receipt of information of all energy companies that choose to file such information. One general miscellaneous docket will allow more efficient internal Commission access and limit the number of open dockets. The docket opened by this decision should be used in the future for any updates or new filings by an energy company. 
5. We construe Aquila’s petition as a filing of information in this new docket and, because we accept Aquila’s information in this new docket, no further action is necessary on its filing. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We open this new docket as a repository docket for the receipt of energy company specific information as allowed by rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3002(a) and 723-3-4002(a) for reference in future applications filed with the Commission. 
2. Aquila, Inc.’s petition is construed as an informational filing in this new docket, and we accept the information proffered by Aquila.
3. No further action is required on Aquila’s petition.
