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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Response to Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc.’s Supplement to Intervention as of Right, or in the Alternative, Motion Requesting Permissive Intervention of Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. as filed by Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi) on September 11, 2006.

2. On August 11, 2006, Shamrock Taxi filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 9256 to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points within a ten-mile radius of the intersection of Highways 287 and 119, in the City of Longmont, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.
3. The Commission gave notice of the application on August 21, 2006.

4. Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. (Town & Country) filed an intervention opposing the grant of the application.
5. Town & Country filed a Supplement to its intervention (Supplement) on August 29, 2006.
6. Shamrock Taxi filed a Supplement to its application for temporary authority on August 29, 2006.

7. The Commission granted Shamrock Taxi’s application for temporary authority to extend operations under CPCN PUC No. 9256 for a period of 90 days on September 1, 2006, in Decision No. C06-1028.

B. Discussion

8. On September 11, 2006, Shamrock Taxi filed a Response to Town & Country’s Supplement requesting that all pleadings of Town & Country be stricken since they are no longer an operative authority.

9. Because Shamrock Taxi’s application for temporary authority to extend operations under CPCN PUC No. 9256 was previously granted on September 1, 2006, we will not consider Shamrock Taxi’s Response in which it requests to strike all Town & Country pleadings.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc.’s request to strike all of Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc.’s pleadings is denied consistent with the above discussion.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
