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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Shortened Notice and Expedited Procedural Schedule and Motion to Waive Response Time to This Motion (Motion), filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on October 2, 2006.  The Motion was filed contemporaneously with an application by Public Service for an Order Approving its Solar Energy Purchase Agreement with Sun E Alamosa1, LLC (Application), dated September 1, 2006.

2. In the Motion, Public Service seeks a shortened notice in this Docket to ten days.  Public Service also seeks an expedited procedural schedule for the Commission to review and approve the Solar Energy Purchase Agreement with Sun E Alamosa1, LLC within 60 days of the filing of the agreement.

3. Public Service notes that Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3-3655(o), provides:

4. The QRU may apply to the Commission, at any time, for review and approval of Renewable Energy Supply Contracts and Renewable Energy Credit Contracts.  The Commission will review and rule on these contracts within sixty days of their filing.  The Commission may set the contract for expedited hearing, if appropriate, under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

5. Because a decision on the agreement is required to be conducted within sixty days, Public Service requests shortened notice to the Application and an expedited procedural schedule on the matter.

6. We find good cause to grant Public Service’s Motion for shortened notice.  Under the tight time constraints of Rule 3655(o), we find it sensible to shorten notice to the Application to ten days.  However, we will not determine a procedural schedule at this time, but will wait to hear from any parties that may intervene in this matter before setting a schedule.  We further waive response time to this Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to shorten the notice period to its Motion to ten days is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.

3. We will set a procedural schedule after the ten day notice period when we have heard from any parties that may intervene.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
