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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter requesting the reinstatement of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55756 filed by Bill Howard doing business as Unique Taxi & Limousine (Unique Taxi & Limousine) on September 22, 2006.  In Decision No. R06-0948 (Recommended Decision) an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), after a hearing on the matter, ordered that Unique Taxi & Limousine’s operating authority be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  The request to reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55756 only pertains to that portion of the Recommended Decision that deals with Unique Taxi & Limousine’s operating authority (Case No. 08474-INS).
2. CPCN PUC No. 55756 authorizes Unique Taxi & Limousine to provide the following service:  Transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service between all points in Delta County, Colorado, and from all points in Delta County, Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the Counties of Montrose, Ouray, and San Juan, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
3. On June 22, 2006 the Commission received a Form K cancellation notice from Unique Taxi & Limousine’s insurance provider, National Casualty Company.  That cancellation was to become effective July 29, 2006.  The Commission issued a Notice of Hearing and Order to Show Cause for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission on July 24, 2006.  A hearing was held before an ALJ on August 14, 2006.  Recommended Decision No. R06-0948 was mailed on August 18, 2006.  A letter from the Commission informing Unique Taxi & Limousine that CPCN PUC No. 55756 had been revoked was mailed on September 8, 2006.

4. Section 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., mandates that if no exceptions are filed to a recommended decision within 20 days, the recommended decision shall become effective as the decision of the Commission.  Decision No. R06-0948 became effective as a decision of the Commission on September 7, 2006.  Unique Taxi & Limousine did not file its letter requesting the reinstatement of CPCN PUC No. 55756 within the 20-day period.  We therefore construe Unique Taxi & Limousine’s letter of September 22, 2006 as a request to amend Recommended Decision No. R06-0948 to show that CPCN PUC No. 55756 was not revoked.

5. In the letter filed on September 22, 2006 Bill Howard, the owner of Unique Taxi & Limousine, states “In reference to the notice that I received September 11, 2006 concerning the revoking of Permit No. 55756.  My insurance policy has never lapsed since I first got it in July ’05.  However, there were two mistakes on the policy, which was returned, corrected, and returned to you.  The notice I received on September 11, 2006 was the first time I received any notification that there was a problem.”

6. Every common carrier is required by Rule 6007(a)(I) of the Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (4 CCR) 723-6 to obtain and keep in force at all times motor vehicle liability insurance coverage or a surety bond providing the same coverage.
7. A review of Commission records indicates that a certificate of insurance, the Form E, was received by the Commission on August 1, 2006.  The insurance filing had an effective date of July 29, 2006.  However, this certificate of insurance listed the trade name as Unique Taxi & Limousine, LLC and not Unique Taxi & Limousine as shown in Commission records.  The certificate of insurance with the incorrect trade name was returned to National Casualty Company on August 4, 2006.
8. Rule 6007(h) of the Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle (4 CCR) 723-6 reads as follows:  “The transportation carrier shall ensure that the policy and the forms noted in this rule contain the transportation carrier’s exact name, trade name (if any), and address as shown in the records of the Commission.”
9. The Commission received another certificate of insurance from National Casualty Company on September 13, 2006.  This certificate of insurance listed the correct trade name and also had an effective date of July 29, 2006.
10. Ordering Paragraph No. 2 of Decision No. R06-0948 states that the operating authorities of the Respondent listed in Appendix A are revoked as of the effective date of this Order.  Unique Taxi & Limousine was named as a Respondent in Appendix A.
11. The required certificate of insurance was not filed before the September 7, 2006 effective date of Decision No. R06-0948.  Therefore, Unique Taxi & Limousine’s CPCN PUC No. 55756 was revoked as of September 7, 2006.
12. However, in consideration of the facts that Unique Taxi & Limousine did not have a lapse in coverage and the certificate of insurance received on August 1, 2006 was returned for an incorrect trade name, the Commission finds that good cause has been shown to reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55756.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed on September 22, 2006 by Bill Howard doing business as Unique Taxi & Limousine is construed as a request to amend R06-0948 such that Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55756 is not revoked.
2. Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55756 is reinstated.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
