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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed on August 24, 2006 by the Glenwood Heritage Train, LLC (GHT) requesting a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to operate a heritage train on two miles of track owned by the Roaring Fork Transportation Authority in the City of Glenwood Springs, Colorado.
2. The Public Utilities Commission (Commission) gave notice of this application to all interested parties in accordance with § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed August 30, 2006.

3. On September 15, 2006, the Roaring Fork Transportation Authority (RFTA) filed a Motion to Intervene.  RFTA supports the issuance of a CPCN to GHT.  

4. On September 27, 2006, the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  UPRR states the application does not spell out how the passenger line will operate vis a vis the heavy freight equipment operated by UPRR.  While UPRR has received information informally that would indicate that GHT operations would be separate from that portion of the Glenwood Springs Wye used by UPRR, this information has not been made part of the instant docket.  UPRR requests a hearing in this matter so additional information can be included in the docket. 

5. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the application is complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

6. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) & (3)(a), C.R.S.

7. The Commission now refers this application to an Administrative Law Judge for determination of its merits including disposition of motions for intervention.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. Docket No. 06A-471R is set for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.

3. The assigned Administrative Law Judge shall dispose of the motions for intervention, establish a procedural schedule for the filing of exhibit and witness lists, any pre-filed testimony, hearing date, hearing location, and filing of any signed construction and maintenance agreements that may be necessary.
