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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition for a waiver of Rule 2187 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, filed on August 15, 2006, by N.E. Colorado Cellular Inc., doing business as Viaero (Viaero).  In Decision No. C06-0989, we granted a request for a shortened notice period, and expedited treatment of this matter.
2. Rule 4 CCR 723-2-2187(f)(II)(N) requires companies that wish to be certified as Eligible Telecommunications Carriers (ETCs) to submit the carrier’s Colorado specific trial balance for the previous year.  This information is due on August 15 of each year, and Viaero seeks a waiver for 2006.
3. Viaero seeks a waiver of that rule as anticipated by Commission Decision No. C06-0846 which adopted the emergency rules regarding ETC designation that are now in place.
4. Viaero asserts that while it tracks some accounts on a state-by-state basis, it does not maintain all of its accounts in that manner.  In place of the Colorado specific trial balance, Viaero commits to submitting the best possible alternative information so that Commission staff may ascertain whether Viaero is using universal support funds as intended by the federal law.
5. The waiver sought is not a permanent waiver, but rather a one time waiver.  Viaero may seek further relief if compliance with the rule proves a problem in the future.  Because Viaero has demonstrated good cause, we grant the requested waiver for the report due on August 15, 2006.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of N.E. Colorado Cellular Inc.’s for waiver of Commission Rule 2187(f)(II)(N) is granted as discussed above.
2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
