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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions.

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of notices of or petitions for interventions filed by various parties, as well as a motion for admission pro hac vice.  On October 2, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado filed an application seeking approval of a solar energy purchase agreement with Sun E Alamosa1, LLC.  At our October 18, 2006, Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting, we decided to allow the application to be deemed complete upon its “auto-deem” date of October 31, 2006.

2. In Decision No. C06-1229, we shortened response time to the petitions for permissive intervention filed in this docket.  No responses were filed to the petitions.  As a result, we grant the interventions of Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, Mr. Sol Shapiro, Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Ratepayers United of Colorado, SunEdison, LLC, and Colorado Solar Energy Industry Association.

3. On October 16 2006, Christopher Cook, Esq., the attorney for SunEdison, LLC filed a Motion Requesting Pro Hac Vice Admission.  This motion complies with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(a), which governs admissions to appear before the Commission for attorneys not licensed to practice in Colorado.  This rule in turn refers to, and requires compliance with, Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure 221(1).  The Commission has received a pleading from Mr. Cook indicating that he has complied with the rule.  We therefore grant pro hac vice admission to Mr. Cook.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The interventions of Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, Mr. Sol Shapiro, Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Ratepayers United of Colorado, SunEdison, LLC, and Colorado Solar Energy Industry Association are granted.

2. Mr. Cook's motion for admission pro hac vice is granted.
