A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On September 11, 2006 Bax Continental Corp, doing business as Baxi Taxi filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points within a 25-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highways 34 and 85 in Greeley, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Denver, Larimer, Morgan, and Weld, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 18, 2006.
3. Durango Transportation, Inc., MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxi Latino, and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc. filed interventions to this application.
