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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion Requesting An Extension of Time In Which To File Exceptions To Decision No. R06-1158 (Motion) filed by MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro). 
2. The Motion was filed late on October 17, 2006 and was not placed on the Commissioner’s weekly meeting agenda until October 25, 2006.  The exceptions to Decision No. R06-1158, however, were due on October 19, 2006.
3. Pursuant to Rule 1505(a), a party may file a motion requesting additional time in which to file its exceptions if the transcript request was filed within seven days of the mailed date of the recommended decision.  
4. Metro requested the transcript on either October 5, 2006 or October 6, 2006, which was within seven days of the mailed date of the recommended decision.

5. The transcript was made available via email the afternoon of October 16, 2006.

6. Rule 1505(a) states that “[a] motion for extension of time to file exceptions based upon the availability of a transcript shall show the transcript request was filed within seven days of the mailed date of the recommended decision.”  Metro filed its motion requesting an extension on October 17, 2006 based on the lack of availability of the transcript.
7. Because Metro filed its Motion before exceptions were due, and has shown good cause for the extension, we grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion Requesting An Extension of Time In Which To File Its Exceptions To Decision No. R06-1158, filed by MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi (Metro) is granted.
2. Metro may file its exceptions on or before November 27, 2006 
3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
