I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Advice Letter No. 1 - Third Amended1 - Third Amended, filed on October 19, 2006, by Colorado Water Utility, Inc. (CWU

 REF UtilityAKA CWU or Company).  The purpose of this filing is to amend the effective date of CWU’s proposed tariffs to June 3, 2006 in order to extend the 210-day suspension period from September 29, 2006, to December 29, 2006.

2. By Decision No. C05-1361, we set the tariffs for hearing and suspended their effective date for 120 days, or through March 17, 2006.  

3. By Decision No. C06-0197 the Commission further suspended the effective date of the tariff sheets for an additional 90 days through June 16, 2006, or until further order of the Commission.
4. By Decision No. C06-0641 we granted CWU’s request in Advice Letter No. 1 ‑ Amended to further extend the effective date of CWU’s proposed tariffs in order to extend the 210-day suspension period from June 16, 2006 to July 31, 2006.
5. By Decision No. C06-0881 we granted CWU’s request in Advice Letter No. 1 – Second Amended to further extend the effective date of CWU’s proposed tariffs in order to extend the 210-day suspension period from July 31, 2006 to September 29, 2006.
6. CWU now requests that the Commission extend the suspension period nunc pro tunc through December 29, 2006, as it filed this request after September 29, 2006; the end of the current suspension period.  Decision No. R06-0339-I, mailed April 7, 2006, acknowledged CWU’s intent to file an amended Advice Letter in order to accommodate its proposed change to the procedural schedule.  This decision then required CWU to file the (third) amended Advice Letter on or before May 4, 2006.  However, CWU did not make the filing until October 19, 2006; after the expiration of the 210-day suspension period.
B. Findings of Fact

7. We find good cause exists to grant the proposed extension of the suspension period nunc pro tunc, as the utility volunteered to extend the suspension date, and an Administrative Law Judge for the Commission ordered such filing to be accomplished, before the suspension period expired.
8. By filing to extend the proposed effective date, CWU requests that we extend the 210-day suspension period through December 29, 2006.  We find that consideration of this docket warrants a further extension of the effective date of tariffs as proposed by the Company.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The 210-day suspension period for the proposed tariff sheets attached to Advice Letter No. 1 - Third Amended, filed by Colorado Water Utility, Inc. on October 19, 2006, is extended nunc pro tunc through December 29, 2006, or until further order of the Commission, consistent with the above discussion. 
2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
