I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Variance from Commission Rules 3503(d) and 4503(d) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on October 2, 2006.
  Public Service seeks a ten day extension of time until October 9, 2006, to file its Cost Assignment and Allocation Manual (CAAM) under the new recodified CAAM rules found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3-3503(d) and 723-4-4503(d), which took effect on April 1, 2006.  Public Service notes that a number of the personnel involved in preparing a revised CAAM and Fully Distributed Cost (FDC) study have also been involved in assisting in the preparation of its Rebuttal Testimony in its pending electric rate case in Docket No. 06S-234EG.
2. Public Service contends that no party should be prejudiced by the requested extension of time since it expects that the modifications to the CAAM it filed in its pending electric rate case will be minor and that the FDC study will be in substantially the same form as the FDC filed in the pending electric rate case.  It also notes that the majority of parties who in the past have shown interest in its CAAM and FDC study have great familiarity with the form of the Company’s CAAM and FDC study.
3. We find good cause to waive notice of the petition based on the representations of Public Service that only minor modifications will be necessary to comply with the recodified CAAM rules.  Therefore, we grant the ten day extension of time for Public Service to file its revised CAAM.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Notice to Public Service Company of Colorado’s Petition for Variance of Commission Rules 4 CCR 723-3503(d) and 4506(d) filed on October 2, 2006 is waived.

2. The Petition for Variance of Commission Rules 4 CCR 723-3503(d) and 4506(d) is granted.

3. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file its application for approval of its Cost Assignment and Allocation Manual on or before October 9, 2006.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
