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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a motion filed on October 27, 2006 by the Glenwood Heritage Train, LLC (GHT) requesting to withdraw its application submitted on July 19, 2006 requesting authority to reactivate the exempt highway railroad crossings of the Roaring Fork Transit Authority (RFTA) at Grand Avenue and 27th Street.

2. The Commission approved GHT’s application by Decision No. C06-0994, mailed August 28, 2006, and authorized GHT to proceed with reactivating the exempt highway railroad crossings of RFTA.
3. GHT states that reactivating the exempt crossings was necessary for the purpose of operating a heritage train.  However, there is now anticipated construction activity near the wye in Glenwood Springs that will not allow the operation of the heritage train to proceed as proposed.  Because the heritage train will not be running, it is now unnecessary to reactivate the exempt crossings.

4. GHT requests to withdraw its application to reactivate the two crossings.
5. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Withdraw filed by Glenwood Heritage Train, LLC (GHT) in Docket No. 06A-404R is granted.

2. Commission Decision No. C06-0994 authorizing GHT to proceed with reactivating the exempt highway railroad crossings of the Roaring Fork Transit Authority (RFTA) at Grand Avenue and 27th Street, requiring GHT to remove the “Exempt” signs at these crossings, requiring GHT to restore operation of the flashing lights at the Grand Avenue crossing, requiring GHT to inform the Commission in writing that the above work is complete and the crossings are operational within 10 days, and the requirement of GHT to work with RFTA to assign a national inventory number to the 27th Street crossing is reversed.
3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
