I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion for Extension of Time to File Crossing and Maintenance Agreements (Motion) filed by the City of Montrose (Montrose) on October 16, 2006.
2. The Commission ordered Montrose to file a signed Construction and Maintenance agreement by October 18, 2006 by Decision No. C05-0594, mailed May 22, 2006.  

3. Montrose states that as of the date of the Motion, Montrose had not received the Construction and Maintenance agreements from the Union Pacific Railroad Company.  Montrose states that depending upon the terms of the agreements and certain other tasks that may also require completion, such as negotiation with other interested parties and physical improvements to the crossings, Montrose requests an additional six months of time to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreements.
