I. BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity or in the alternative, a petition for declaratory judgment and a motion for waiver of the Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1303(b)(II) deadline filed by Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association (Tri-State) on October 10, 2006.  No party has intervened in this matter.
2. Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1303(b)(II) requires applicants who have received a deficiency letter from the Commission notifying the applicant that its application is not complete to file the required missing information within ten days.
3. Tri-State was sent a deficiency letter because its application was not complete.  
4. Tri-State was not able to meet its response deadline because it required third-party assistance to obtain the required information, so it seeks a waiver of the rule.  Tri-State’s application is now complete.
5. Good cause having been demonstrated we grant Tri-State’s motion for waiver.  We deem the application complete, but will consider its merits during a future meeting.
