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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on October 11, 2006 for approval of an application for its Cost Assignment and Allocation Manual (CAAM).
2. On April 1, 2006, the Commission promulgated new rules governing the provision of unregulated goods and services by electric and gas utilities.  Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3503(d) and 4503(d) require Public Service to submit its CAAM for the Commission’s approval within 180 days of the effective date of the rules.
3. In Docket No. 06V-536EG, we granted Public Service a ten day extension of time until October 9, 2006, to file its CAAM under the new recodified CAAM rules.  
4. In Commission Decision C06-1238, the Commission granted Public Service’s motion to accept late filed material one day out of time.  The CAAM and FDC Study were inadvertently filed as attachments to a pleading in another proceeding.  Due to the mix-up with the attachments, the Company withdrew the application and re-filed it correctly on October 11, 2006.
5. On November 6, 2006, Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association (CoSEIA) filed a Petition to Intervene in this docket.  CoSEIA did not request a hearing.
6. On November 13, 2006, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed a Notice of Intervention of Right and Entry of Appearance in this docket.
7. We find good cause to grant the application to accept Public Service’s CAAM and grant CoSIEA’s intervention.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Public Service Company of Colorado for approval of its Cost Assignment and Allocation Manual is deemed complete and granted.
2. The Petition to Intervene by Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association is granted
