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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule (Motion) and for Waiver of Response Time, filed by Staff of the Commission (Staff), on November 14, 2006.  
2. In Decision No. C06-1061 and Decision C06-1061E, the procedural schedule was set as follows:

3. Staff requests the Answer Testimony deadline be changed to December 20, 2006, and the deadline for Rebuttal Testimony be changed to January 12, 2007.   
4. Staff states they have been negotiating in good faith to settle all issues in this case with the Office of Consumer Counsel and Qwest Corporation (Parties), and the extension of time provided by the proposed schedule change may allow the Parties to settle all outstanding issues.  
5. Counsel for the Parties has authorized counsel for Staff to state that the Parties are in agreement with the proposed amendments to the procedural schedule.
6. Because all parties are in agreement with the procedural schedule amendments, we grant this Motion.  Additionally, we grant the request for waiver of response time to this Motion because no party will be prejudiced.
