A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Specifications for the Train-Activated Signal Preemption of the Traffic Signal Located at the Intersection of 40th Avenue and Havana Street in Denver, Colorado (Motion) filed by the Park Creek Metropolitan District (Park Creek) on November 13, 2006.
