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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. The matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion to Withdraw Petition for Emergency Rulemaking and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) on November 30, 2006.
2. Qwest states in this Motion that it has determined that it will be administratively easier for the Commission to consider the relief it requests in the context of a petition for waiver of the current Commission rule as opposed to a petition for emergency rulemaking. Qwest states that it has filed such a waiver request and, therefore, the Petition for emergency rulemaking is moot. 
3. As the substance of this matter will be handled in another proceeding, we grant Qwest’s Motion to withdraw its Petition for emergency rulemaking.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Qwest Corporation’s Motion to Withdraw Petition for Emergency Rulemaking and for Waiver of Response Time is granted.
