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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Shortened Notice and Intervention Period and Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) on December 7, 2006.

2. In this Motion, Qwest asks the Commission to shortened the notice period for its Petition for a Permanent Waiver from the Requirements of Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2136(b) filed on November 30, 2006.  Qwest states that a shortened notice period to December 20, 2006, will permit the Commission to consider Qwest’s Petition and its corresponding amended tariff filing in time for the proposed changes to go into effect on January 1, 2007.
3. We find that Qwest states good cause to shorten the notice period to its Petition for Variance.  However, we see no harm in allowing the notice period to run until the close of business on December 22, 2006.  This will still allow us time to issue a decision on the merits of these filings at our weekly meeting on December 28, 2006.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request to shorten notice of the Petition for a Permanent Waiver from the Requirements of Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2136(b) is granted, in part.

2. The notice period and intervention period for Qwest Corporation’s Petition for Permanent Waiver shall expire on the close of business on December 22, 2006.

3. Response time to this Motion is waived.
