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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On December 8, 2006 Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC filed an application for authority to publish 1st Revised Page 2 to Passenger Time Schedule No. 1 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. The authority named in CPCN PUC No. 55275 allows Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC to provide scheduled service between the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport, Colorado Springs, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand, serving intermediate points within one mile of Interstate 25 between the intersection of Interstate Highway 25 and Circle Drive, Colorado Springs, and the intersection of Interstate Highway 25 and Founders Parkway, Castle Rock.
3. In 1st Revised Page 2, Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC proposes only minor changes to the existing scheduled service.  Time Schedule No. 1 names five daily round-trips between the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  One of the one-way trips from Denver International Airport departs the airport at 1:30 p.m.  In 1st Revised Page 2 Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC proposes to change this departure time to 2:00 p.m.  This change to the departure time is the only revision to Time Schedule No. 1.
4. In support of this application Brandon Kistler, the manager of Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC, states “The reason for me needing to change the run time is so that my driver who does it has 30 minutes to drop off his customers and get turned around.  The old run time at 1:30pm left no time for error so if there was a small traffic jam or anything he would be running behind on the return trip.  The reason I would like this to become effective in less than 30 days is so that I can start implementing it so I can get the new schedules made and let the people at ground transportation at the Denver Airport know.”

5. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days notice.

6. The Commission finds that Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 1 and that the application to file the schedule on less than 30 days notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC to publish Time Schedule No. 1 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC shall publish Time Schedule No. 1 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
