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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of exceptions to Decision No. R06-1316 filed by Empire One Telecommunications, Inc. (EOT) on November 17, 2006. 

2. This docket was opened to notify certain telecommunications providers operating in the state of Colorado of the failure to file their annual Colorado High Cost Surcharge Mechanism (CHCSM) worksheet as required in Commission rules.  By Decision No. R06-1316, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) assigned to this matter found that certain carriers listed in the original complaint were in violation of Commission rules and therefore revoked their Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) and Letters of Registration (LOR) and ordered them to cease providing telecommunications service in Colorado. 

3. In ordering paragraph no. 3, the ALJ allowed that if any carrier filed its CHCSM worksheet within the 20-day exception period, that carrier shall be dismissed from this case and the order revoking the CPCN and LOR shall be voided. 

4. In the exceptions before us, EOT asks that we dismiss it from this formal complaint proceeding and has attached its CHCSM worksheet.  These exceptions were filed prior to the 20-day deadline, therefore we grant exceptions and dismiss EOT from this proceeding.
5. In our review of this matter, we noted that the ALJ’s Recommended Decision did not differentiate between certificated providers and registered toll resellers that hold no CPCN. Therefore, sua sponte, we clarify that the following carriers have been granted CPCNs and/or LORs and those authorities are now revoked:  CI2, Inc., Mallcom Networks of Colorado, LLC, and Zippy Tech, Inc. 

6. Further, the following carriers are uncertificated registered toll resellers and those registrations are now revoked:  American Global Voice Mart, Inc., BAK Communications, LLC, PT-1 Communications, Inc., PT-1 Long Distance, Inc., Telphonic, and Zippy Tech, Inc. 
7. The underlying providers that were joined as necessary parties by Decision No. C06-1052 are ordered to disconnect the providers listed in paragraphs 5 and 6 above. 

8. Paramount International Telecommunications, Inc. filed a notice of discontinuance of regulated service, with no customers affected, on June 4, 2004. To the extent it is still offering telecommunications service in Colorado, it too shall be disconnected from the network.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The exceptions to Decision No. R06-1316 filed by Empire One Telecommunications, Inc. (EOT) are granted consistent with the discussion above.  EOT is dismissed from this proceeding.
2. Recommended Decision No. R06-1316 is clarified consistent with paragraphs 5 through 8 above.
