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Denying Motions to reopen and strike and referring motion to consolidate to an adiminstrative law judge

I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a Petition To Reopen and Motion to Strike, and a Motion To Consolidate, filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West) and Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Englewood), respectively.   
2. Golden West requests the Commission to reopen this docket for the purpose of accepting the Motion to Strike.  Golden West states it has discovered that the abandonment application contain statements which are inaccurate and contrary to documentation in Golden West’s possession.  Golden West believes that the inaccuracies in the abandonment application could create confusion in matters currently pending before the Public Utilities Commission and other tribunals unless stricken from the record.

3. We disagree that the inaccuracies would create enough confusion to warrant reopening this docket and striking portions of the application.  We therefore deny Golden West’s Petition to Reopen and Motion to Strike.   

4. Englewood seeks to consolidate Golden West’s Petition to Reopen and Motion to Strike with Golden West’s Motion to Disqualify and to Strike Intervention in Docket No. 06A-345CP-Extension, currently before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  Englewood states that the relief requested in Golden West’s Petition to Reopen and Motion to Strike relates specifically to, and directly conflicts with, Englewood’s position on the Motion to Disqualify.    
5. Now, being duly informed, we refer Englewood’s Motion to Consolidate to the ALJ presiding over Docket No. 06A-345CP-Extension.  The ALJ is in a better position to decide whether consolidation is appropriate. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Golden West Commuter, LLC’s Petition to Reopen and Motion to Strike is denied consistent with the above discussion.
2. Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle’s Motion to Consolidate is referred to the Administrative Law Judge presiding over Docket No. 06A-345CP-Extension consistent with the above discussion.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
