I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest), the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and Commission Staff (Staff) (collectively, the Parties), to modify the Procedural Schedule and the Hearing date(s) in the above captioned matter, and to waive response time.

2. The Parties indicate they have reached a settlement in principle.  As a result, the Parties move to vacate the pre-filed testimony due dates in this matter and seek a waiver of response time to the motion.
3. In Decision No. C06-1360, we established the following procedural schedule:

B. Discussion
4. The Parties seek to vacate the pre-filed testimony due dates of December 20, 2006 and January 12, 2007.  The Parties also request to keep the February 5, 2007 date for the filing of a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and that we hold one of the hearing dates and the Statement of Position date in the event the Commission desires to conduct an evidentiary hearing on the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement .  Staff and the OCC are in agreement with the proposed amendments to the procedural schedule.

5. Because all parties have agreed to the filing of this motion as well as to the amendments to the procedural schedule as set forth above, no party will be prejudiced by the request for waiver of response time to this motion.  Therefore, we find good cause to grant the motion and waive response time.  After receipt and review of the proposed settlement agreement, we may further amend the Procedural Schedule.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Qwest Corporation, Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel to vacate the pre-filed testimony due dates of December 20, 2006 and January 12, 2007 is granted
