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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On December 14, 2006 Estes Park Express Ltd. filed an application for authority to suspend operations under Item (II) of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 54696 on less-than-statutory notice.  The period of the requested suspension is from December 23, 2006 through January 2, 2007.
2. The authority named in Item (II) of CPCN PUC No. 54696 allows Estes Park Express Ltd. to provide scheduled service between Denver, Colorado, and points within 12 miles of Estes Park, Colorado, via any combination of the following roads or highways: Interstate Highway 25, Colorado State Highways 7 and 66, U.S. Highways 36 & 85, 104th and 120th Avenues, Tower Road, and Pena Boulevard, serving all intermediate points between Lyons (inclusive) and Estes Park, Colorado, and serving Boulder, Colorado, and all points within 1/4 mile of the intersection of Colorado State Highway 66 and U.S. Highway 287 as intermediate points.
3. The schedule filed by Estes park Express, Ltd. for Item (II) of CPCN PUC No. 54696 is Time Schedule No. 1

4. In support of this request for a temporary suspension of scheduled operations, Jim Chappell, the president of Estes Park Express Ltd., states that the demand for scheduled service between Estes Park and Denver International Airport is very limited during the period from one or two days before Christmas through at least the day after New Years day.  Mr. Chappell also states that the employees of Estes Park Express Ltd. use the suspension period as vacation time.
5. In support of the less-than statutory notice request, Mr. Chappell states the suspension application was not filed on the required 30-days notice due to the resignation of an employee who forgot to file the application.
6. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days notice.

7. We find that Estes Park Express Ltd. has shown good cause for the approval of the requested temporary suspension of operations under CPCN PUC No. 54696.  Therefore, we grant the temporary suspension, as well as the request to file the suspension request on less than 30 days notice.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Estes Park Express Ltd. for a temporary suspension of operations under Item (II) of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54696 on less-than-statutory notice is granted for the period from December 23, 2006 through January 2, 2007.  The result of this suspension is that the service named in Time Schedule No. 1 will not be provided for the period from December 23, 2006 through January 2, 2007.

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
