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I. statement  

1. By Decision No. C05-1239, the Commission opened this docket to examine the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism.  

2. By Decision No. C06-0018, the Commission directed that certain issues related to designation of Eligible Telecommunications Carriers be addressed in this proceeding.  In addition, that Order established a procedural schedule for this docket and extended the time within which to file for inclusion on the certificate of service.
  Finally, the Commission assigned the docket to an ALJ for all purposes.  

3. The undersigned ALJ has been assigned this docket.
