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I. statement
1. On November 19, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (Applicant or PSCo) filed an Application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Exercise Franchise Rights in the Town of Watkins, Colorado (Application).  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. On November 22, 2005, the Commission gave public notice of the Application.  The Commission permitted Staff of the Commission (Staff) to intervene.  Decision No. C06-0035.  Applicant and Staff are the only parties.  

3. The Commission deemed the Application complete on December 14, 2005.  At the prehearing conference held on January 31, 2006, Applicant waived the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., but requested that the Commission issue its decision in this proceeding on or before September 15, 2006.
   

4. Pursuant to Decision No. R06-0039-I, a prehearing conference was held on January 31, 2006.  Applicant and Staff were present, were represented by counsel, and participated fully.  PSCo proposed, and Staff agreed to, a procedural schedule.  Given the waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) found the proposed schedule to be acceptable.  

5. The following procedural schedule will be adopted:  (a) on or before March 15, 2006, Applicant will file a report on the status of its discussions with Eastern Colorado Utilities regarding their service territory boundaries as those boundaries may affect, or be affected by, the Application; (b) on or before March 31, 2006, Applicant will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before May 1, 2006, Staff will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before May 15, 2006, Applicant will file a detailed summary of its rebuttal testimony
 and will file its rebuttal exhibits; (e) on or before May 15, 2006, each party will file its prehearing motions; (f) on or before May 22, 2006, the parties will file any stipulation reached; (g) hearing in this matter will be held on June 1, 2006; and (h) on or before June 16, 2006, each party will file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

6. With respect to the form of the direct testimony and of the answer testimony, the following applies:  within two days after Applicant files its March 15, 2006 report, Staff shall inform PSCo of the testimony form (i.e., detailed summary
 or question-and-answer) to be used for direct testimony and for answer testimony.  Staff shall make a filing which describes the testimony form selected.  

7. The discovery cut-off date is May 15, 2006.  This is the last date on which discovery can be served.  The provisions of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-77 apply in this proceeding.  Except in testimony or as necessary to support a motion, parties shall not file discovery requests and responses with the Commission and shall not serve discovery requests and responses on the Commission advisors (including Commission counsel) identified by Staff in the Rule 9(d) Notice filed in this docket.  Motions pertaining to discovery issues are not subject to ¶ 5, supra, and may be filed at any time; responses will be made in writing unless otherwise ordered; and the ALJ will hold hearings on discovery motions as soon as practicable after a motion is filed.  

8. No prehearing conference will be scheduled at this time.  If a party is of the opinion that a prehearing conference is necessary, the party may file an appropriate motion.  

9. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-22(d)(3) states:  "If a pleading refers to new court cases or other authorities not readily available to the Commission, six copies of each case or other authority shall be filed with the pleading."  If a party wishes the ALJ or the Commission to consider a cited authority, other than an opinion of the United States Supreme Court, a reported Colorado state court opinion, or a Commission decision, the party must provide copies of that cited authority.  This requirement applies to testimony as well as pleadings, motions, and other filings.  

10. The parties and their witnesses shall provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.  

II. ORDER

The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before March 15, 2006, Applicant Public Service Company of Colorado shall file a report on the status of its discussions with Eastern Colorado Utilities regarding their service territory boundaries as those boundaries may affect or be affected by the Application; (b) on or before March 31, 2006, Applicant shall file its direct testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before May 1, 2006, Staff of the Commission shall file its answer testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before May 15, 2006, Applicant shall file a detailed summary of its rebuttal testimony and shall file its rebuttal exhibits; (e) on or before May 15, 2006, each party shall file its prehearing motions; (f) on or before May 22, 2006, the parties shall file any stipulation reached; and (g) on or before June 16, 2006, each party shall file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

3. The parties shall make the filings, and shall abide by the filing and other requirements, set out in this Order and discussed above.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.  
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�  PSCo will file a written statement regarding the waiver.  


�  This detailed summary shall include:  the name, address, and telephone number of each rebuttal witness; and, for each identified witness, identification of each rebuttal exhibit which the witness will sponsor and a detailed statement of the rebuttal testimony the witness will offer.
