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I. statement
1. On July 1, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its application proposing an electric quality of service monitoring and reporting plan for the years 2007 and 2008 filed.  Public Service, Staff of the Commission, the Office of Consumer Counsel, Western Resource Advocates, Energy Outreach Colorado, the City of Boulder, Local Governments,
 and the City and County of Denver are parties to the docket.

2. By minute entry at the Commissioners’ Deliberations Meeting on January 26, 2006, the Commission assigned an ALJ to settle all discovery disputes for this docket.  The undersigned ALJ was recently so assigned.

3. The administrative law judge (ALJ) notes that Kissinger & Fellman, P.C. has entered its appearance on behalf of the Local Governments.  The undersigned was an employee of Kissinger & Fellman, P.C. from approximately 1995 to 2001.  As an employee of the law firm, the undersigned may have assisted in representation of some of the Local Governments, or the City and County of Denver, in matters not related to the Public Utilities Commission.

4. From 2001 to 2005, the undersigned was employed by the Department of Law of the State of Colorado in the Office of the Attorney General.  Duties included representation of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel before the Commission.

5. While the undersigned does not believe these prior relationships represent a conflict or bias that would impede his ability to impartially decide matters presented, the prior relationships are disclosed in abundance of caution.

6. Rule 9(g) of the Rules of Practice of Procedure provides for a party to move for recusal or disqualification of the ALJ.  Should any party desire to do so based upon this disclosure, a motion should be filed as soon as possible and in any event within ten days of the mailing date of this interim order.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Any party wishing to move for recusal of the undersigned in light of the within disclosure shall make such request in accordance with Commission rules as soon as possible, and in any event, on or before February 11, 2006.
