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I. statement

1. On January 24, 2006, Eastern Colorado Utility Company, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed an Unopposed Motion to Modify the Procedural Schedule.

2. The parties state that they have been involved in informal settlement discussions.   The parties at this time have not reached a settlement, therefore they request an opportunity to pursue the discussions.  The party’s request relief from the current procedural date of January 24, 2006 for the filing of intervenor answer testimony and exhibits.  The parties also request that the current hearing date scheduled for February 13, 2006 be converted from an evidentiary hearing to either a settlement hearing, or if a settlement has not been reached by February 13, a prehearing conference for the purpose of establishing a new procedural schedule.

3. Good cause having been shown, the joint motion to modify the procedural schedule will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule filed by Eastern Colorado Utility Company, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.

2. The current procedural schedule, which requires the filing of Intervenor answer testimony and exhibits, is modified to delete the filing on January 24, 2006.

3. The currently scheduled February 13, 2006 date for an evidentiary hearing is changed to a prehearing conference for the purpose of developing a new procedural schedule and hearing date on the merits, or in the event that a settlement is reached by February 13, 2006, a hearing on the settlement agreement.

4. Response time to the Motion is waived.

This Order is effective immediately.
