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I. statement

1. On August 3, 2005August 3, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 94-Steam

 REF AdviceLetter__  \* MERGEFORMAT 94-Steam.  By Decision No. C05-1046 (Mailed Date of September 2, 2005), the Commission suspended the advice letter filed and set this matter for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  By Decision No. R05-1363-I, a hearing is set in this matter to commence in Denver, Colorado on February 15, 2006.

2. Public Service; Staff of the Commission; the Denver Building Owners and Managers Association; and the U.S. General Services Administration, Public Buildings Service, Rocky Mountain Region are the only parties to this docket.   

3. On February 14, 2006, the ALJ participated in a conference call with counsel for all parties.  The parties represented they have reached a comprehensive settlement in principle.  Based thereupon, all parties request that the scheduled hearing in this matter be vacated and that the parties be allowed time to reduce the settlement to writing. 

4. Due to the short time until the scheduled commencement of hearing and the unopposed relief sought, the ALJ finds it appropriate to waive any response time to the request.  

5. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, the hearing scheduled for February 15 through 17, 2006 will be vacated for all issues and matters in this docket.  The remainder of the procedural schedule will also be vacated.  

6. The parties shall reduce the settlement to writing and file the same on or before March 6, 2006.
  In anticipation of a motion for approval, a hearing will be scheduled to consider the settlement.  In the event the settlement in principle fails, the scheduled hearing will be converted to a prehearing conference without further order.

1. 2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for February 15 through 17, 2006 is vacated.

3. The parties shall reduce the settlement to writing and file the same, along with a motion for approval, on or before March 6, 2006.
