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I. statement
1. By Decision No. C06-0025, the Commission established a prudence review proceeding for Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) for the natural gas purchases made by Public Service in the period July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2005.  In addition, that decision made Staff of the Commission (Staff) a party in this matter.
  Finally, that decision established a 30-day intervention period, which has expired.  

2. On February 7, 2006, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed an intervention of right.  In its intervention OCC represents that, at this time, it intends only to monitor this docket.  Nonetheless, OCC reserves its “right to file testimony, to conduct cross-examination at the hearing, and to otherwise participate in this matter as necessary."  Notice of Intervention of Right at ¶ 3.  

3. Review of the Commission file in this matter reveals that no other person filed an intervention of right or a petition for leave to intervene.  

4. The parties in this docket are Public Service, Staff, and OCC.  

5. The Commission scheduled the hearing in this matter for August 18, 2006 but did not establish a procedural schedule.  The Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing.  

6. It is necessary to establish a procedural schedule which will allow for the filing of testimony and exhibits in advance of the scheduled hearing date.  Public Service, Staff, and OCC will be ordered to develop a procedural schedule which includes:  (a) date by which PSCo will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) date by which Staff and OCC each will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) date by which PSCo will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) date by which each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (e) date by which each party will file its prehearing motions;
 (f) date by which the parties will file any stipulation reached;
 (g) hearing is scheduled for August 18, 2006; and (h) date for each party to file its post-hearing statement of position (assuming the parties wish to file statements of position) and whether response should be permitted.  In addition, the parties should address any matters pertaining to discovery if the procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-77 are not sufficient.
  

7. Public Service will be ordered to file, on or before March 3, 2006, a procedural schedule which is satisfactory to all parties; which addresses the matters set forth in ¶ 6, supra; and which permits the hearing to go forward as scheduled.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before March 3, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado shall make the filing described in ¶ I.7, above.  

2. This Order is effective immediately.
