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I. statement

1. The captioned application of Applicant Geno Del Norte Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Del Norte Tours (Del Norte Tours) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on December 23, 2005.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of this application on January 9, 2006, in its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  According to the Notice, Del Norte Tours seeks a certificate of public convenience and necessity authorizing it to conduct charter and sightseeing motor common carrier operations as follows:  (1) Between all points in the Counties of Boulder, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado; and (2) From all points in the Counties of Boulder, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand. 

3. Interventions have been filed in this matter by The Mountain Guides, Inc., doing business as Scenic Mountain Tours, and Estes Park Express, Ltd.

4. Del Norte has been advised by the Commission’s Transportation Staff that part (2) of the Notice is improper in light of the requirement set forth in Rule 2.8.3 of the Commission’s Rules, Regulations, and Civil Penalties Governing Common Carriers of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-31-2.8.3, that transportation provided under sightseeing authority must originate and terminate at the same point.  The “from and to” territorial description contained in part (2) of the Notice does not comply with Rule 2.8.3 since it purports to allow sightseeing service that originates at a point in Boulder, Larimer, or Weld Counties and terminates at a different point in Colorado outside that area.

5. In order to cure that above-described defect, Del Norte Tours has requested that its application be amended to read as follows:  For a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in charter and sightseeing service, between all points in the Counties of Boulder, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado; and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.
  Because the territorial description of the amended application is broader than the description contained in the Notice, the amended application must be renoticed in order to ensure that procedural due process requirements are met.  Del Norte Tours has also requested that such renotice be for a period of ten days.

6. Good grounds having been shown, the request of Del Norte Tours to amend its application and to renotice the same for a period of ten days will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Geno Del Norte Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Del Norte Tours, to amend its application and to renotice the same for a period of ten days is granted.

2. The application of Geno Del Norte Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Del Norte Tours, is amended to read as follows:  For a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in charter and sightseeing service, between all points in the Counties of Boulder, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado; and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

3. The amended application of Geno Del Norte Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Del Norte Tours, shall be renoticed in the February 21, 2006, issue of the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” with the proviso that additional petitions to intervene in Docket No. 05A-546CP must be filed within ten days from the date of that notice.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
