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I. statement

1. On February 15, 2006, Eastern Colorado Utility Company (Eastern), Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (collectively, the Parties) filed a Joint Unopposed Motion to Adopt Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time.

2. By Decision No. C05-1260, mailed on October 19, 2005, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs accompanying Advice Letter No. 135, filed by Eastern on September 23, 2005.  The Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs for 120 days, or until February 22, 2006.  The Commission also established procedural dates and scheduled a hearing for February 13, 2006.

3. By Decision No. R06-0099-I, mailed on February 7, 2006, the motion of the Parties to modify the procedural schedule previously established was granted, and at the request of the Parties, the February 13, 2006 hearing date was changed to a prehearing conference, or a hearing on a settlement agreement, if settlement had been reached prior to that date.

4. By Decision No. C06-0125, mailed on February 14, 2006, the Commission further suspended the effective date of the tariff for an additional 90 days or through May 23, 2006.

5. By the instant motion, the Parties request the adoption of a new procedural schedule for the reason that the Parties continue settlement discussions.

6. Eastern states in the Motion that: “Eastern agrees to amend Advice Letter No. 135 so that the procedural schedule proposed herein does not run afoul of the statutory 210 suspension period which is presently due to expire on May 23, 2006.’’ 

7. The Joint Unopposed Motion to Adopt Procedural Schedule will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Unopposed Motion to Adopt Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted

2. The prehearing conference scheduled for February 13, 2006 is vacated.
