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I. statement

1. On December 23, 2005, Geno Del Norte Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Del Norte Tours (Applicant) filed an application with the Commission for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  

2. The Commission issued notice of the Application and set a hearing before the Commission on March 14, 2006.

3. The Mountain Guides, Inc., doing business as Scenic Mountain Tours (Scenic Mountain Tours) and Estes Park Express, Ltd. intervened in the case.

4. By Decision No. R06-0145-I, mailed on February 16, 2006, the Commission granted the request of Applicant to amend its application.

5. On February 21, 2006, the Commission issued renotice of the application on a ten-day notice period.  The hearing remained scheduled for March 14, 2006.

6. In reviewing the official file of the Commission, notice is taken that Applicant is a limited liability company, Intervenor Scenic Mountain Tours is a corporation, and Intervenor Estes Park Express, is an Ltd. 

7. The above parties are advised that Rule 21 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21 requires that an attorney in good standing before the Colorado Supreme Court represent entities such as limited liability companies and corporations appearing before the Commission.  The rule provides that individuals, who are not attorneys who appear before the Commission, with some exceptions, stated in Rule 21 and § 13-1-127, C.R.S., such as closely held corporations, may only represent their individual interest in a proceeding.  The parties are advised to review the provisions of Rule 1 and § 13-1-127, C.R.S.  Non-attorneys will not be allowed to represent any entity such as a corporation or LLC unless they fall within an exception provided in Rule 21 and § 13-1-127, C.R.S.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The parties are advised to review the provisions relating to representation of entities such as corporations found in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21 and § 13-1-127., C.R.S.  No individual will be permitted to represent an entity such as a corporation or a limited liability company unless permitted by law.
