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I. statement  
1. On February 16, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) filed an Application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity with Specific Findings with Respect to Electromagnetic Fields and Noise (Application).  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Several parties intervened.  

3. Following a hearing, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued Recommended Decision No. R05-1349.  PSCo filed exceptions, to which Commission Staff (Staff) responded.  On February 7, 2006, the Commission issued its Interim Order Partially Granting Exceptions and Remanding Matter to Administrative Law Judge (Remand Order).  Decision No. C06-0094-I.  

4. On February 13, 2006, Public Service filed a Motion for Reconsideration of Decision No. C06-0094-I, Requesting Retention of This Matter for Hearing before the Commission and the Establishment of an Expedited Procedural Schedule.  By Decision No. C06-0143, the Commission granted, in part, the requested relief and waived response time to that filing.  In its Order, the Commission reaffirmed its Remand Order and directed that the evidentiary record in this matter be reopened, that a hearing in this matter be held on or before April 7, 2006, and that the ALJ distribute a draft Initial Commission Decision to the Commission no later than three weeks after the close of the hearing on remand.  Id. at ¶ 3.  

5. By Decision No. R06-0148-I, the ALJ ordered Public Service to file a proposed procedural schedule which was acceptable to all parties.  

6. On February 24, 2006, PSCo filed its Motion for Approval of Procedural Schedule for Remand Proceeding (Motion).  In that filing Public Service represents that the procedural schedule contained in the Motion is acceptable to six parties but that PSCo has heard neither assent nor objection from the three remaining parties.
  The ALJ finds that the proposed procedural schedule is satisfactory.  In addition, no party will be prejudiced by granting the Motion.  The Motion will be granted.  

The following procedural schedule will be adopted:  (a) on or before February 27, 2006, Public Service will file motions for extraordinary protection, if necessary;
 (b) on or before March 15, 2006, Public Service and Staff each will file the information requested by the Commission in the Remand Order and by the ALJ in Decisions No. R06-0148-I 

7. at ¶ 8 and No. R06-0153-I; (c) on or before March 15, 2006, Public Service will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before March 15, 2006, Staff will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before March 29, 2006, Staff and other intervenors
 each will file its answer testimony and exhibits with respect to PSCo's testimony, exhibits, and filed information; (f) on or before March 29, 2006, Public Service and intervenors other than Staff each will file its answer testimony and exhibits with respect to Staff's testimony, exhibits, and filed information; (g) on or before March 31, 2006, each party will file its prehearing motions; (h) on or before March 31, 2006, the parties will file any stipulation reached; (i) hearing in this matter will be held on April 4 and 5, 2006; (j) Public Service and Staff each may present oral rebuttal testimony at the hearing; and (k) on or before April 12, 2006, each party will file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

8. Prior to preparing their answer testimony, intervenors other than Staff should review Decision No. R06-0148-I at ¶ 8 with respect to testimony which the ALJ requests that they consider including in their answer testimony.  As stated in that Order, inclusion of the requested testimony is optional for intervenors other than Staff.  

9. Except as modified by this Order, Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-77 will govern discovery.  In order to accommodate the expedited procedural schedule, the following modifications of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-77 will apply in this proceeding:  (a) Response time to discovery will be shortened to three business days; and (b) objections to discovery will be due on the same day as the response to the discovery to which objection is made.  

10. Given the expedited nature of this proceeding and the absence of objection to the proposed procedural schedule, no party will be prejudiced by waiving response time.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Approval of Procedural Schedule for Remand Proceeding filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) is granted.

The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before February 27, 2006, Public Service shall file motions for extraordinary protection, if necessary; (b) on or before March 15, 2006, Public Service and Commission Staff (Staff) each shall file the information requested by the Commission in Decision No. C06-0094-I and by the Administrative Law Judge in Decisions No. R06-0148-I and No. R06-0153-I; (c) on or before March 15, 2006, Public Service shall its file direct testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before March 15, 2006, Staff shall file its direct testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before March 29, 2006, Staff and other intervenors each shall file its answer testimony and exhibits with respect to PSCo's testimony, exhibits, and filed information; (f) on or before March 29, 2006, Public Service and intervenors other than Staff each shall file its answer testimony and exhibits with respect to Staff's testimony, exhibits, and filed information; (g) on or before March 31, 2006, each party shall file its prehearing motions; (h) on or before March 31, 2006, the parties shall file any stipulation reached; (i) Public Service and Staff each may present oral rebuttal testimony at the hearing; and (j) on or before April 12, 2006, each party shall file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

4. Except as modified by this Order, Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-77 governs discovery.  The following modifications of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-77 shall apply in this proceeding:  (a) Response time to discovery is shortened to three business days; and (b) objection to discovery is due on the same day as the response to the discovery to which objection is made.  

5. Response time to the Motion for Approval of Procedural Schedule for Remand Proceeding is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
