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I. statement

1. On February 9, 2006, Complainant Lisa D. Gold filed this complaint against Qwest Corporation (Qwest).  The complaint alleges, among other things, that Qwest has charged for services not provided to the Complainant; that Qwest should refund payment for services not provided; and that Qwest disconnected service without notice.  

2. Pursuant to Complainant’s request, the Commission issued the Expedited Order to Satisfy or Answer on February 15, 2006.  The Commission also issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing, Expedited, tentatively setting a hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) on March 3, 2006. 

3. By Decision No. R06-0171-I, the ALJ sua sponte modified the deadline for parties to file, and serve, a list of witnesses that the party intends to call at hearing, along with a brief summary of the testimony of each witness, the address and telephone number of each witness, and a copy of all exhibits the party intends to offer into evidence.  

4. On February 24, 2006, Qwest’s Objection to this Matter Proceeding as an Expedited Complaint was filed.  In accordance with Rule 61(j)(5) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, Qwest timely objected to this matter proceeding on an expedited basis.

5. Pursuant to Rule 61(j)(5), 4 CCR 723-1, this matter will not be treated as an expedited complaint, will be reset for hearing, and shall proceed as a complaint pursuant to Rules 61(d) through (g).

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on March 3, 2006, is vacated.

2. The March 31, 2006 deadline to file witness lists and exhibits, established in Decision No. R06-0171-I, is vacated.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
