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I. statement

1. By Decision No. C06-0022, mailed January 13, 2006, the Commission established a prudence review proceeding for Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG), to review natural gas purchases for the period July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2005. The Commission also established a 30-day intervention period, scheduled a hearing for July 28, 2006, and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  

2. Timely Notices of Intervention have been filed in this proceeding by the Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).

3. The ALJ informally contacted the parties to inquire whether they could develop a mutually satisfactory procedural schedule on or before February 21, 2006.

4. In response, counsel for CNG reported that CNG, OCC, and Staff jointly propose a procedural schedule to govern this matter.

5. The jointly proposed procedural schedule (as clarified) and hearing date for this proceeding is acceptable to the ALJ and will be adopted below.  In addition, the parties requested that other agreed upon matters be incorporated in the order governing procedure in this docket.

2. Electronic versions of all testimony and exhibits (including corrections) shall be served via email only (i.e., in lieu of service by U.S. Mail), in Adobe PDF format, to the parties on the same date they are filed with the Commission.  Each party shall also file with the Commission an electronic copy of its testimony and exhibits on a 3.5” floppy disk or CD ROM in both the underlying executable electronic format and Adobe PDF format.
  Any stipulations or settlement agreements, along with any associated testimony or exhibits, shall also be filed electronically.

3. Written discovery requests (and Staff of the Commission (Staff) audit) must be served via email only, in the underlying file format, upon all parties.  In lieu of service by U.S. Mail, responses to written discovery requests shall also be served via email only upon the party to whom the discovery is directed.  Any discovery served by email after 12:00 noon MST on a Friday shall be deemed served as of the following business day.  

4. Responses to all written non-rebuttal/cross-answer discovery & audit requests shall be served within ten calendar days of service of the requests to which they are directed. Responses to all written rebuttal/cross-answer discovery and rebuttal/cross-answer audit requests shall be served within seven calendar days of service of the requests to which they are directed.  

5. If any party is not capable of fully complying with the email service requirements in this Order (i.e., confidential information or exhibits that cannot be transmitted electronically), the party shall provide service of such information via hand or overnight delivery.

6. Any party receiving service via hand or overnight delivery pursuant to this Order may waive the same by notifying the serving party. 

7. In all other respects, discovery shall be governed by Rules 77(a) and (b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.
