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I. statement

1. On February 9, 2006, Complainant Lisa D. Gold filed this complaint against Qwest Corporation (Qwest).  The complaint alleges, among other things, that Qwest has charged for services not provided to the Complainant; that Qwest should refund payment for services not provided; and that Qwest disconnected service without notice.  

2. By Decision No. R06-0171-I, Claimant was granting interim relief contingent upon posting a cash or corporate security bond in the amount of $450 no later than noon on March 2, 2006.

3. On March 6, 2006, Claimant attempted to post a bond by filing a personal check in the amount of $450, presumably pursuant to Decision No. R06-0171-I.  The personal check was payable to Qwest Communications.  Except for referencing a bond was enclosed regarding the docket number, there was no further information provided.

4. Upon Ms. Gold’s failure to timely post bond, Decision No. R06-0171-I authorized Qwest to disconnect reinstated services without further order.

5. Claimant failed to timely fulfill the conditions necessary to continue the interim relief.  A bond in the form of a personal check otherwise fails to meet the requirements established in Decision No. R06-0171-I.  Therefore, the bond will be rejected and the personal check will be returned to Claimant.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The personal check filed as a non-compliant and untimely bond is rejected and will be returned to Claimant.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
